A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FEEDBACK TO THE OHIO DEPARTMENT OF
TRANSPORTATION REGARDING PROPOSED IMPROVEMENTS AT THE INTERSECTION
OF STATE ROUTE 315 AND STATE ROUTE 750.

WHEREAS, The Ohio Department of Transportation Commissioned a study to
address the traffic problems at the intersection of State Routes 315 and 750, and

WHEREAS, Moody-Nolan Ltd. Inc. was hired by ODOT to focus on short-term
solutions that could be implemented to help alleviate traffic congestion at this intersection, and

WHEREAS, Moody-Nolan recommended that left turn lanes be added to the east
and west approaches on Powell Road, and that the traffic signal be timed to accommodate
various traffic volumes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MUNICIPALITY OF POWELL,
DELAWARE COUNTY, OHIO AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: That the Village Council supports the short-term recommendation to add
left turn lanes to the east and west approaches on Powell Road.

Section 2: That the Village Council encourages ODOT to consider investigating a
long-term solution of adding left turn lanes to the north and south approaches on State Route
315, taking into account not to disrupt the scenic beauty and to be sensitive to the
environmental issues which would be involved with such an improvement.

Section 3: That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this
Council concerning and relating to passage of this Resolution were adopted in an open
meeting of the Council and that all deliberations of this Council and any of the decision making
bodies of the Municipality of Powell which resulted in such formal actions were in meetings so
open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements of the Municipality of Powell,
Delaware County, Ohio.

Section 4: That this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
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
