ORDINANCE 2005-52

AN ORDINANCE REPEALING CODIFIED ORDINANCE SECTION NUMBER 305.03 ENTITLED
“PERMIT REQUIRED FOR TRAFFIC SIGNAL FOR STATE ROUTE".

WHEREAS, Codified Ordinance Section 305.03 requires a permit from the Director of Transportation
before installation of a traffic signal upon an extension of the state highway system within the City and,

WHEREAS, such Ordinance refers to Ohio Revised Code Section 4511.11 (¢) which contains a
prohibition regarding Village installation of traffic signals and,

WHEREAS, the Village of Powell having attained City status on April 29, 2000 and,
WHEREAS, Codified Ordinance Section 305.03 is therefore no longer applicable.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF POWELL, DELAWARE COUNTY, OHIO AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1: That Codified Ordinance Section 305.03 entitled “Permit Required for Traffic Signal on
State Route” is hereby repealed in its entirety.

Section 2: That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of the Council concerning
and relating to the passage of the ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of the Council and that all
deliberations of the Council and any of the decision making bodies of the Municipality of Powell which resulted in
such formal actions were in meeting so open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements of the
Municipality of Powell, Delaware County, Ohio.

Section 3: This Ordinance wil! take effect on the earliest date permitted by law.
