Section 1: The Council hereby awards the bid for the 2007 Sidewalk Repair and
Replacement Program to Decker Construction Company and authorizes the City Manager to enter into a
contract on behalf of the City for the purpose of completing the above mentioned project pursuant to
the contract documents.

requirements of the City of Powell, Delaware County, Chio.

Section 3: That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary
for the preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the City and its inhabitants for the reason
that there exists an imperative necessity to begin this project during the summer construction period;
wherefore, this Crdinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its passage.
