Section 1: That the City of Powell Council accepts the offer made by the Liberty Township
Trustees to create such a Joint Task Force.

Section 2: That the topics of discussion of the Joint Task Force shall be proposed to be
determined, in part, based on the outcome of the upcoming CEDA mediation meetings scheduled to begin
in early February.

Section 3: That the City of Powell Council agrees that mutual understanding and trust will form
the basis of achieving the nearly unlimited potential for our shared geographic area and in achieving far-
reaching benefits for our constituents including but not limited to the formation of joint committees to
oversee unified projects, recreation, and development standards.

Section 4: That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council
concerning and relating to passage of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of the Council and
that all deliberations of this Council and any of the decision making bodies of the City of Powell which

resulted in such formal actions were in meetings so open to the public in comphance with "all Iegal"r

requirements of the City of Powell, Delaware County, Ohio.
